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Preface 
Thank you for purchasing the i-vac 5B®. The i-vac 5B has an egg shaped canister so you can work 
optimal in smaller areas and carry it close to your body. The high powered motor of the i-vac 5B 
reaches about 80% of the suction power that cable operated vacuums use, without the strain of 
being tied down to one place. Furthermore all of the accessories and necessary equipment supplied 
with the machine can be stored on the machine. 
 
The i-vac 5B is easy to use when you follow the instructions. Please read the user manual carefully. 
Become familiar with the correct operation and maintenance procedures. Store the manual in a safe 
place. The manual is an essential part of the i-vac 5B and must be handed over to the new owner 
upon resale or exchange. Each i-vac 5B has a unique identification number that can be found on the 
bottom of the main body. Your i-team partner needs this number when you order parts. 
 
When this manual refers to “the manufacturer” this means: Future Cleaning Technologies B.V., an 
affiliate company of i-team in Eindhoven, the Netherlands. When this manual mentions “the partner” 
your local i-team resell and support service partner is referred to.  

Purpose of the user manual 
The purpose of the user manual is to provide the user with information during the life of the i-vac 5B 
in such a way that the i-vac 5B is used correctly, efficiently and safely, even in the event of 
reasonably foreseeable misuse. 
 
The user manual contains instructions regarding: 
 

• personal operator safety; 

• intended and non-intended use of the i-vac 5B; 

• instructions for daily use; 

• maintenance instructions; 

• storage conditions; 

• disposal of the i-vac 5B. 

These instructions must be considered to avoid risks that could lead to physical and / or material 
damage.

This user manual is intended for operators of the i-vac 5B and their supervisors, as well as partners 
and importers.

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1 Introduction 
The i-vac 5B® has an Egg shaped canister for optimal working in smaller areas, also you can carry it 
close to your body. You always have the right accessories and necessary equipment with you as it can 
be stored on the machine. The sturdy and ergonomic main handle provides a freedom of mobility 
you haven’t experienced before. The i-vac 5B goes wherever you go. 
 
The battery used in the i-vac 5B are the same as in a variety of battery powered i-team products. The 
battery must be fully charged before use. Please refer to the user manual of the i-charge® for the 
correct procedure. 
 
This manual is intended for those who work with the i-vac 5B and perform daily maintenance. The 
manual must be read in full before the first actions. This manual describes the correct method of use, 
safety measures, maintenance and transport. 
 
i-team continuously improves all their products based on user experience and feedback. Any 
deviations between the texts and / or images from the manual and your i-vac 5B can therefore arise 
from the difference in model or from possible changes due to continuous development and 
innovation. 
 

1.1 Intended use of the product 
The i-vac 5B is intended for indoor use for the collection of dry materials only.

The i-vac 5B is suitable for commercial use. For example: in hotels, schools, hospitals, factories, 
shops, cleaning companies, holiday parks and offices. 
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Make sure that the i-vac 5B® is maintained as described in section 7 Maintenance. Not following the 
recommended maintenance may lead to hazardous situations and i-team Professional may NOT give 
warranty. 
Check the filters, dust bag and hose regularly for pollution or damage. Replace damaged parts. For 
more information on how to order i-vac 5B parts, please see section 7.3. 
 

ONLY USE original i-team Professional parts! i-team Professional does NOT give warranty in case non 
original parts are used. 
 
The i-vac 5B may only be operated by a person who: 

• has correctly read and understood the instructions in this manual; 

• is trained by an experienced operator who has read and understood the instructions in this 

manual. 

Keep the i-vac 5B and the accessories clean. 
 
In order to use the i-vac 5B on different types of surfaces, extra tools are provided. These tools are 
easy to replace. Select the right tool for each job, see Figure 2.

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2 Description 
The body of the i-vac 5B® is made of durable and impact resistant material. The wand consists of 
three pieces so you can extend it to reach out to difficult spots. The i-vac 5B can be combined with an 
optional i-brush®. This extra floor tool simultaneously agitates the carpet and removes dirt and dust. 
The i-vac 5B is powered by the i-power® battery.

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3 Safety

3.1 Battery 

 

CAUTION 
During normal operation the 24 V battery causes no safety hazard on its own. Please 

keep in mind the following safety instructions: 

• do not crush, pierce or damage in any way; 

• do not heat or incinerate; 

• do not short-circuit; 

• do not dismantle; 

• keep the battery dry; 

• only charge between 5 °C ~ 40 °C / 41 °F ~ 104 °F;

• before you transport the i-vac 5B, remove the battery. See section 6.2.2.; 

• before you use the i-vac 5B again, make sure the battery is loaded, see the User Manual of the i-

5 Assembly and installation 
The i-vac 5B® does not require much assembly. The machine comes with 2 additional tools for 
vacuuming different types of surfaces. 
 

5.1 Unboxing 
The i-vac 5B is packed in 1 box. The battery and the battery charger must be ordered separately.

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5.2 Assembly 
1. Insert the hose (Figure 8, pos 1) into the hose intake (Figure 8, pos 6). 

2. Turn the hose clockwise to lock it into place. 

3. Insert the hose into the wand (Figure 8, pos 2). 

4. Attach the standard floor tool (Figure 8, pos 4) on the narrow end of the wand (Figure 8, pos 5). 

5. Place the crevice tool and the upholstery tool onto the brackets (Figure 8, pos 3).

5.3 Replacing the dust bag 
Check the dust bag every week and replace it if it is full. Only use original i-team dust bags. 
Make sure that the hose is removed from the i-vac 5B® before removing the dust bag. You cannot 

remove the dust bag with the hose in place. 

1. Turn off the i-vac 5B with the ON/OFF 

switch (Figure 9, pos 1). 

 
2. Remove the battery (Figure 9, pos 4). 

 
3. Release the latches (Figure 9, pos 2).

in and this affects the performance of the i-vac 5B®. 
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6 Operation 

6.1 Before you start 
1. Check the i-vac 5B® for damage or defects. 

2. Make sure that the dust bag is placed in the i-vac 5B, see section 5.3. 

3. Make sure you have the correct tool for the intended purpose, see Figure 2. 

4. Check the brush from the tool for wear and tear. 

5. Make sure the motor filter is clean, see section 7.1.3. 

6.1.1 Height adjustment 
Add or remove a section of the wand (Figure 16, 
pos 1) to adjust the length.

6.1.2 Insert the battery 
1. Insert the battery (Figure 17, pos 1) in the 

slot (Figure 17, pos 2), until you hear a 

"click". The battery is now fixated. 

 
2. Press the ON/OFF switch (Figure 17, pos 3) 

to turn on the i-vac 5B. 

 
3. Check the battery power status LED located 

above the ON/OFF switch (Figure 17, pos 4). 

See section 2.1. 

 
4. Press the ON/OFF switch (Figure 17, pos 3) 

to turn off the i-vac 5B.

TIP: 
It is not recommended to use the battery when charged less than 40%.  
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6.2 Normal operation 
1. Press the ON/OFF switch (Figure 18, pos 1) to start the i-vac 5B®. The green light in the ON/OFF 

switch will go on. 

2. Take the wand form the holder (Figure 18, pos 2). 

3. Start vacuuming.

6.2.1 After normal operation 
1. Press the ON/OFF switch (Figure 18, pos 1) to switch off the i-vac 5B. 
2. Place the wand back in the holder (Figure 18, pos 2). 
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6.2.2 Remove the battery 
1. Press the plastic clips of the battery (Figure 

19, pos 1) slightly towards each other. 

 
2. Pull out the battery (Figure 19, pos 2). 

 
3. Place the battery in the charger for next

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6.3 Operation with i-brush® 
1. Turn the hose of the standard equipment counterclockwise (Figure 20, pos 6). 

2. Remove the hose from the main body of the i-vac 5B®. 

3. Insert the hose of the i-brush (Figure 20, pos 4) into the hose connector (Figure 20, pos 2). 

4. Turn the hose clockwise to lock it into place. 

5. Push the plug from the i-brush (Figure 20, pos 5) onto the connector on the i-vac 5B (Figure 

20, pos 1) and tighten the ring of the plug. 

6. Press the ON/OFF switch (Figure 20, pos 7) to turn on the i-vac 5B. 

7. Press the ON/OFF switch (Figure 20, pos 3) to turn on the i-brush. 

8. Start vacuuming. The i-brush works best if no pressure is applied to the brush.

6.3.1 After operation with i-brush 
1. Press the ON/OFF switch (Figure 20, pos 3) to turn off the i-brush. 

2. Press the ON/OFF switch (Figure 20, pos 7) to turn off i-vac 5B. 
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6.3.2 Remove the battery 
1. Press the plastic clips of the battery (Figure 

21, pos 1) slightly towards each other. 

 

2. Pull out the battery (Figure 21, pos 2). 

 
3. Place the battery in the charger for next

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7 Maintenance 

 

WARNING 

Before you start maintenance or replacing parts; Turn off the i-vac 5B® and remove the 
battery. 

 
The i-vac 5B does not require much maintenance however it is recommended to clean the machine 
after using it and before storing it. 
 
For a proper functioning and a long lifespan of the i-vac 5B, it is important to follow the 
recommended maintenance intervals mentioned in this manual. See section 7.4. 
 
Maintenance that is not described in this manual should be done by your i-vac 5B partner. Please 
make sure to have the model and serial number of the i-vac 5B available when you call a partner. For 
more information please fill out the contact form on www.i-teamglobal.com. 
 
Maintenance and assembling or disassembling of the i-vac 5B may only be done by a person who: 

• has correctly read and understood the instructions in this manual; 

• is trained by an experienced operator who has read and understood the instructions in this 
manual; 

• is an adult person. 

 

7.1 Cleaning 

 

7.1.1 Clean the machine 
Clean the exterior of the machine using a damp cloth.  
 

7.1.2 Clean the hose and wand 
Keep the hose and wand clear. Remove objects that cause a blockage by beating the hose or wand 
gently with your hand. 
 

 

WARNING 

DO NOT use a sharp object to clean the hose or wand. 

  

 

WARNING 

DO NOT clean the i-vac 5B with a high pressure cleaner. 
DO NOT submerge the i-vac 5B in water. 
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7.1.3 Replacing the motor filter 
1. Turn off the i-vac 5B® with the ON/OFF 

switch (Figure 22, pos 1). 

 
2. Remove the battery (Figure 22, pos 4). 

 
3. Release the latches (Figure 22, pos 2). 

 
4. Lift the head by the handle (Figure 22, pos

7.2 Brush and tool condition 
Check the condition of the brush or tool for wear and tear before use. Only change the brush or tool 
when the machine is turned off. 
 

7.3 Damaged or worn parts 
Damaged or worn parts need to be replaced immediately. Contact your local i-team Global partner 
or visit www.i-teamglobal.com for more information. 
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7.4 Maintenance frequency 
Make sure that routine and preventive maintenance is carried out periodically to ensure safe 
operation. Failure to carry out maintenance as necessary may cause damage to the i-vac 5B® and 
may cause a risk to the operator. 
 
Check the i-vac 5® for damage or defects before you use it. 
 
Check the dust bag every week and replace it if it is full. 
 
Change the motor filter every three months or after a period of intensive use. 
 
Authorized personnel should inspect the i-vac 5B once every year.

Store the i-vac 5B indoors.
